Mendoza’s semi-autobiographical story, expanding on her award-winning 2009 film "Entre Nos," (Honorable Mention-Tribeca Film Festival), about a young Colombian mother who follows her husband to Los Angeles, only to have him promptly abandon her and their two children, leaving them homeless. The Spanish language book will be written and released for publication in September, 2012.

The deal was negotiated between Erik Riesenberg at CA Press, a division of Penguin, and Diane Stockwell of Globo Libros Literary Management.

Mendoza is currently in post-production on a documentary entitled LA TOMA, which tells the story of a rural village in Colombia fighting their eviction against a multinational corporation & the Colombian government because of the lands vast natural resources. LA TOMA was commissioned by the Nelson Mandela Foundation and Tribeca Film Institute.
“We were so moved by the way Paola told her story on screen, that a novelization seemed a great way to reach a different audience,” said Carlos Azula, Publisher of C.A. Press, a division of Penguin Group (USA). “Her writing is so compelling you feel like you are a part of her family. Not to mention that immigration reform will be a hot-button issue during this upcoming election year.”  
Mendoza adds, “I am thrilled to be partnering with CA Press on my first book and to have the opportunity to continue to shine a light on stories about strong women of color and their struggles in the United States.”
